This is a distraction question for Rob and needn't be answered right now, but I'm curious about how you will deal with the waste from the production. Is there a short answer or do we have a long conversation later? I can't hear you.



Rob Purdy

No, there's a good answer for that. We, the deer eat it. Everything we press, so we've pressed the whole orchard here for the last three years, just for our own experience, and all the fruit has been pressed.

And the deer eat it. They're hungry. We put it out, we put a pile of pulp from the fruit out, and the next morning it's gone.

I don't know if they'll get sick of eating our pulp, but that's the level that we're producing. And they are happy to eat it. We've put kind of trail cameras out to see how many show up, and there's quite a few.

So they seem happy, but they just eat it. And when I say quite a few, like, I don't know, there'll be six or eight maybe that come by. But the deer know of our property for sure.

So, but yeah, that's where it goes. There's not a lot of waste that comes off.



Christine Hardie

I would just say as our orchard grows and we have more production, I have composting plans in place for using any excess pulp that we get. We also know people, like larger operations, use it for dog food. So they actually pass it on to dog food producers to use.

So we would definitely make sure that if there was excess amounts that it would be either composted or used for purpose.




Councillor Maureen Nicholson

Okay, thank you. I was just, I was curious because the property that I used to own was the site of the Bowen Island Brewery, and the disposition of the waste was a significant issue on that property.



Rob Purdy

It's a very different process. Our process is just apples and apple juice. There's one input into cider, a real cider, and it's fruit juice, just pure 100%.

So there's no water, nothing going in. Breweries, I'm not as familiar, but they have hops and whatnot. They have lots of other inputs that go into it. So there's more waste, but there's one input, it's 100% fruit juice and nothing else going in. So it's just really from when you press. And yeah, the more we can compost here as well. So we're starting to get that going. We're getting more coordinated on how to do that. But to have soils on site that we can use is something we'll be doing.
